Bossa na pressão (Steaming Bossa), choosen one of the top ten jazz albums of 2006 by All About Jazz reviwer Dan McClenaghan, is the debut album of Haroldo Mauro Jr., a pianist with a lengthy career devoted to the performance of American jazz and Brazilian bossa spanning almost four decades spent in Brazil and the US. The CD joins together, for the first time ever, two of the most important Brazilian jazz musicians active today in opposite hemispheres: bassist Sergio Barrozo, perhaps the most sought after bass player in Brazil from the bossa-nova era up to now; and drummer Duduka DaFonseca, Grammy nominee and one of the most influential Brazilian drummers today living in New York City. The repertoire includes standards by Jobim, Mendonça, Moraes and Lyra mingled with originals by Haroldo Mauro, Alfredo Cardim and Raul Mascarenhas.
